gious vocabulary. It was a big part of my mythos as a child and continues to
have a spiritual resonance for me as an adult.

The first installment of Star Wars (which was really the fourth epi-
sode—it’s confusing!) was subtitled “A New Hope.” After chaos and con-
fusion had set in around the universe, something new emerged. It is a com-
mon theme that runs throughout world religions: that hope is always possi-
ble, and that it can come from unexpected places. This is really a human
message to never give up hope even in the midst of pain, suffering, and dif-
ficult circumstances. As one well-known religious leader once put it, “Keep
hope alive!”

As we enter this new church year, this new ministry together, hope
is the message | keep coming back to. Hope is forward looking, yet it pro-
vides solace in the present as well. My wife Sharon and | have a lot of hope
for our family and our new life together in Delaware after living all of our
lives in the Midwest. | have hope about this exciting new chapter in my
career. | have hope when | am in meetings with the Executive Team or with
the Board at its retreat last month, and | start thinking about all of the possi-
bilities that First Unitarian Church has stretched out before itself. That gets
me pumped up and excited in the here and now.

The past few years have been rocky ones at Fist Unitarian Church.

I have spent a lot of time listening to the stories about difficult times, con-
fusing circumstances, painful good byes, and worries about the future.

I certainly cannot guarantee nothing but smooth sailing from here on out.
Life does not conform to the perfect script of a movie. Even as a Star Wars
fan 1 know this. But hope for a new era, a new moment of energy and vi-
sion for ourselves and our congregation, can be (and forgive me for this...) a
very powerful force.

So here is to the future. May we not only dream about it in the pre-
sent, but also work to make it real. Through our vision, our commitment to
our church, and our covenant to each other as Unitarian Universalists, we
can make some truly fantastic possibilities become real. A new hope is not
far off, it is right here and right now.

The Tao of Small Groups

Pooh, Rabbit and Piglet were trying to find their way Home. Instead, they kept run-
ning into a Pit. They didn’t know which way to turn.

“How would it be,” said Pooh slowly, “if, as soon as we’re out of sight of this
Pit, we try to find it again?”

“What’s the good of that?” said Rabbit.

“Well,” said Pooh, “we keep looking for Home and not finding it, so I thought
if we looked for this Pit, we’d be sure not to find it, which would be a Good Thing,
because then we might find something that we weren’t looking for, which might be
just what we were looking for, really.”

“I don’t see much sense in that,” said Rabbit.

Rabbit sure represents common sense. And yet, as the story goes, it took
some nutty thinking - coming at things with a fresh mind, unhampered by the need
to be consistent or reasonable — that made all the difference in getting Home.

Rev. Josh and I were talking about small groups at our church, which are at
a marked lull right now. My thoughts were definitely of the Rabbit persua-
sion. Maybe we ought to phase them out for awhile. Let the current ones meet, of
course, but otherwise, give ‘em a rest, let things lie fallow. People are amazingly
busy — do we really have time for them? Josh, coming in with fresh eyes and some
hefty success with small groups in Omaha, was remarkably Pooh-like. Crank ‘em
up, he said Make them a bigger deal! Require more of a commitment from people
in joining them! We looked at each other for a moment.

We agreed on some important things. We agreed that small groups in
church matter — a lot. Places for people to get to know one another in depth are so
important. As Rev. Kate Bortner pointed out a few weeks ago in her sermon here,
Americans are more gadget-centered and isolated than ever before. We need more
face-time with live human beings. We also need more places that welcome us,
wherever we are in life. We also agreed that they should ask more of folks than
they do now. For people to form real bonds, they really ought to meet more than
once a month. Small groups ought to have a component of service, where they of-
fer some gift of time and effort to the church. And if we are serious in our faith
about welcoming the stranger, giving everyone a place to belong, they ought to be
open to newcomers to join, year-round. Well! We know we are tipping over some
pretty sacred cows here, walking right toward what anyone can see is a Pit. 1’'m too
busy! I can’t meet twice a month with people, AND plan a service project! And
how could we ever build trust in our group if we don’t close it? And yet, these are
just the conditions that made Omaha’s small group program a huge success. They
also happen to be what all the small group *gurus’ tell us we must do, if we want
the experience to really matter to people.

So this year, in addition to the current small groups that wish to continue,
I’m starting a pilot group as an experiment. More requirements for participation,
rather than less. Add in a service project. Let new people come in during the
year. We will meet on the second and fourth Thursday evenings of the month,
starting in October. 1 shall be your (mostly) fearless leader. Partway through the
year, | will ask group members to take turns leading, and then in April and May, the
group will run itself while I’m on the second half of my sabbatical. My hope is that
folks from this group will become leaders for groups next year. And we will see if
the *Tao of Small Groups” is really true. So who’s game? Let me know at bar-
bara@firstuuwilm.org.
